REIGNITE OUR COMMITMENT TO END THE SPREAD OF THIS DISEASE AMONG NATIVE PEOPLES.  ON THIS 

DAY, WE ENCOURAGE ALL NATIVE COMMUNITIES TO PLAN EVENTS TO SUPPORT HIV AWARENESS.  WE 

NEED TO CONTINUE TO FIGHT THE STIGMA OF THIS DISEASE, ENCOURAGE HIV TESTING, AND RAISE THE 

LEVEL OF KNOWLEDGE AND AWARENESS ABOUT HIV AND AIDS.
